All dogs resident outside the UK must be issued with a Kennel Club Authority to Compete number before entry to the event can be made. All overseas entries without an Authority to Compete number will be returned to the exhibitor/competitor.
Judges at a trial are prohibited from entering a dog which is recorded in their ownership or part ownership.

DEFINITIONS:

MEMBERS
Members are those that are fully paid-up on March 1st preceding the current Field Trial season.  Non-members include those applying for membership or whose membership has lapsed and have not yet been before the Committee for consideration.
NOVICE
A Stake confined to dogs which have not gained the following awards:-

First, Second or Third in Open Stakes.

First or Second in All-aged stakes or First in a Novice Stake.

Preference in the draw will be given to Members.
Dogs are ineligible for entry in a Novice Stake immediately following a first place win
OPEN
A Stake in which dogs have the opportunity of gaining qualification (whole or part) for the title of Field Trial Champion or for entry in the Championship Stake

Preference in the draw will be given to:-

a) 
Members dogs which have gained a First, Second, or Third award in an Open Stake or a First or Second  in an All-aged Stake or 1st in a Novice stake

b) Non-members dogs which have gained a First, Second,  or Third award in an Open Stake or a First or Second in an All-aged Stake or 1st in a Novice Stake.

c)
Members dogs which have gained other awards.

d)
Non-members dogs which have gained other awards.

e)
Other dogs.
The foregoing awards must have been gained in a Stake qualifying for entry in the Kennel Club Stud Book. 

ALL-AGED
A stake which is open to all dogs of a specified breed or breeds without restriction to their age but which may be restricted by any other conditions which may be determined by the promoting Society.
Preference in the draw will be given to those dogs with an award in a Field Trial in the following order:-

a)
Members with L.M.s

b)
Members entering other breeds.

c) Others.

SHOW GUNDOG WORKING CERTIFICATE: 

Entries for the Show Gundog Working Certificate will be accepted at the Stakes indicated under Stake details. The number of entries will be defined at the appointed Stake. A dog which has won one a Challenge Certificate or previously qualified for Crufts through a breed class may be entered for a Working Certificate at a Field Trial meeting. 

To gain a Qualifying Certificate a dog should conform to the basic requirements for their sub-group and be under reasonable control, but absolute steadiness is not essential. Closing dates are as per the Stakes and the standard entry form must be used.  Where the number of entries exceeds two, preference will be given to L.Ms, then other Show Champions.



Entry fees for Show Gundog Working Certificate are Members: £25.00  Non-members: £35.00

A Show Gundog Working Certificate allows a Show Champion to carry the title of Champion when awarded.
BASIC REQUIREMENTS OF DOGS ENTERED (K.C.F.T. Regs. J(E
    Dogs shall be required to quarter ground systematically in search of quarry (hereafter game), to point game, to flush on command, to be steady to flush, shot and fall, and to retrieve tenderly to hand, on command from land and water. Any dog, which does not fulfil the basic requirements, shall not receive an award or a Certificate of Merit.

COMPETING  
(K.C.F.T. Regs. J(E)4)

Dogs shall be run singly in order of draw under two Judges, judging as a pair. A dog, unless discarded, must have been tried at least twice in the line and complete a water test, before it may receive an award or Certificate of Merit.
PRIZES:  



Awards for First, Second and Third placings.



Cups and trophies will be awarded as set out under each Stake. All cups and trophies will be confined to Members and are not to be won outright. They must be returned to the Club upon request.
PICK-UP DOGS: 


At each Stake there will be a dog whose sole purpose is to retrieve any game not recovered by dogs running in the Stake.

EXERCISE OF DOGS: 

Competitors may exercise their dogs only at the discretion of the Chief Steward. Under no circumstances are dogs to be run or exercised on the trial ground before the trial. Persons in breach of this rule will be liable to have any entry disqualified and their fees forfeited.

SPECTATORS: 

Spectators must at all time obey the direction of the stewards. They must keep together behind the red flag bearer and are requested to keep noise levels to a minimum to avoid disturbing the trial.

LUNCHES:  




Competitors and Spectators should make their own lunch arrangements at all stakes.

PHOTOGRAPHY:
Videography and photography will only be permitted with the express permission of the Chief Steward and the     host.
LIABILITY: 

All persons attending these trials do so at their own risk. Neither the L.M.C. or the Hosts of the meeting will accept liability for accident, injury or illness, damage or loss to any person, dogs or property, whatsoever. The Club reserves the right to refuse entry without stating a reason. The making of any entry implies acceptance of these conditions and of the rules of the Kennel Club and the L.M.C. The attendance of any spectator also implies such acceptance.

DOGS IN VEHICLES:
Your dog is vulnerable and AT RISK if left in a vehicle in high temperatures and even on days considered as   slightly warm. Please take care of your dog.
A competitor whose dog is entered at a Kennel Club licensed event should take reasonable steps to ensure the needs of their dog(s) are met, and should not knowingly put their dogs’ health at risk by any action, default, omission or otherwise. A breach of this Regulation may be referred to the General Committee for disciplinary action under Kennel Club Rules and Regulations.  
If your dog is found to be at risk forcible entry to your vehicle may be necessary without liability for any damage caused.

NOTES:
Should circumstances so dictate, the Society, in consultation with the Judges may alter arrangements as necessary.  Such changes and the circumstances surrounding them must be reported to the Kennel Club Ltd. at the earliest opportunity.  No modification will be made to this Schedule except by permission of the Kennel Club Ltd followed by advertisement in appropriate journals if time permits before the closing of entries.
COMPETITORS DRAWN AS RESERVES WILL BE SUBSTITUTED FOR ABSENTEES AT THE START OF THE TRIAL.  COMPETITORS SHOULD REPORT TO THE CHIEF STEWARD AT LEAST 15 MINUTES BEFORE THE START OF THE TRIAL.  THE START OF THE TRAIL IS DEEMED TO BE WHEN THE CHIEF STEWARD CALLS THE COMPETITORS TOGETHER.  COMPETITORS ARRIVING LATE MAY BE ALLOWED TO COMPETE WITH PERMISSION FROM THE JUDGES AS LONG AS PRIOR NOTIFICATION HAS BEEN GIVEN AND THERE ARE NO RESERVES PRESENT AND THEY ARE ABLE TO ARRIVE IN TIME TO TAKE THEIR PLACE AS PER THE RUNNING ORDER.

All meetings will be held under Kennel Club Rules and Field Trial Regulations.

Kennel Club Guidelines regarding Special Water Certificates – J(E)10.c.
The Special Water Test Certificate is issued on the rare occasion that a Water Test is not possible at a HPR Stake due to weather conditions, it is not a mandatory requirement as it takes place once the Trial is over, and is a taken at the dog owners own risk. If an owner is not comfortable with the arrangements for taking the Special Water Test (i.e. if Landowners permission has not been sought, or there is a perceived risk of injury) then the individual can refuse to take part and can re-arrange to take the test at another Field Trial which would be covered by a Club’s insurance.

The choice of venue for a Special Water Test is at the discretion of the dog owner, therefore it is their responsibility to find out if the activity is covered by 3rd party insurance, for example: the Landowners permission has been sought and they accept the risk, or the organisers of a Kennel Club Ltd licensed Field Trial allow a dog to undertake this activity during the course of the Trial and therefore accept responsibility for that dog and handler.

The Kennel Club Ltd gives this advice without prejudice if an incident occurs it would be a matter for the insurance company concerned to interpret and it is always best practice to contact your insurer if in any doubt.
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
